SAN JOSE DE BUENAVISTA, Antique — Some 130 Antiquefios
whose livelihood were affected by the pandemic have been
given to opportunity to launch their own business of selling rice
online to help them in their financial recovery.

The Honest Opportunities for Philippine Entrepreneurs (HOPE)
Foundation, in collaboration with the Antique provincial
government through its Project HOPE, helped launch their
online business.

Cherylyn Quanico, Local Economic Development and
Investment Promotion officer of the provincial government,
said on Friday that on June 21 the HOPE Foundation turned
over the free business franchise to the identified beneficiaries,
among them who are displaced overseas Filipino workers
(OFWs), persons with disability (PWD), solo parents, students
and even businessmen who went bankrupt due to Covid-19.
